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9What are the fees associated with the Medical Cannabis Program?

   - Annual qualifying patient application fee is $100

   - Annual qualifying patient reduced application fee is $50

   - For qualifying patients enrolled in the federal Social Security Disability Income (SSDI) or the Supplemental
     Security Income (SSI) disability programs, submit a copy of a letter or other documentation form the Social
      Security Administration identifying the qualifying patient and showing the amount of monthly Social Security  
    and Supplemental Security Income disability beneǁts to be received by the qualifying patient during the
     current year of application. ƛ Veterans must provide a copy of their DD214.

   - Annual caregiver application fee is $25

   - Replacement card fee is $25
   - Returned check fee is $35

NNote: This is only the list of fees from the State of Illinois. Other fees, such as ǁngerprint background checks and doctors visits may 
also apply.

Where can I purchase my medical cannabis?

 Illinois state law only allows patients to register with one designated dispensary and use that dispensary to purchase your medi-
cal cannabis. MOCA strives to be the highest quality and most professional dispensary in Illinois, conveniently located in the 
Logan Square neighborhood in the heart of Chicago and will meet all of our patients needs and happily educate and help anyone 
through the process of purchasing medical cannabis.

Will MOCA have any type of ǁnancial aid program to help patients who canƞt aǀord medical can-
nabis?

MOCA will institute a compassion program for patients that demonstrate both ǁnancial and medical need. It is our aim to make 
medicine available to all who need it.

How much can I purchase?

 Illinois law allows registered patients and/or their designated caregivers to purchase 2.5 ounces of cannabis products during a 
period of 14 days from a registered Illinois dispensary.

MEDICAL CANNABIS - FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
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 What is the right strain of medical cannabis for my condition?

Selecting the right strain is very important and our patient specialists will help guide you in your purchase by   
identifying the right options for your condition. The strains are sativa, indica or a hybrid. Users of indica report a   
relaxing effect while sativa is described as cerebral, giving the user both mental focus and physical energy. We will 
continue to work with our patients to learn from their experiences and identify the best strains and methods of   
consumption for relief of their symptoms.

Do I have to smoke it?

No, there are a variety of methods for using medical cannabis. There are three basic administration methods:    
inhalation, oral, and topical. If you do want to inhale the medical cannabis, you can vaporize it as opposed to smoking 
it. “Vaping” has shown to be a healthier form of inhalation. There are also several other ingestion methods.  The staff 
at MOCA will answer all of your questions and guide you through the process. 

Where can I use my medical cannabis?

 Medical cannabis can only be used in private residences. Medical cannabis can never be used in any public spaces.

How do I know I am taking the right amount?

Every patient is unique. We recommend that all patients start with smaller doses to test the effects and then to 
adjust accordingly. Potency also varies from strain to strain.  Our goal is to form a relationship with all of our   
patients in order to best serve their needs. We encourage all patients to have ongoing conversations and    
consultations with our staff in order to ensure the best possible experience and outcome from the use of medical 
cannabis.
